
ATTACHMENT A  Definition of Preferred Leasing Areas 

The following areas are designated as Preferred Leasing Areas (PLAs): 

1. Lacey: 
(a) PLA 1:  The Lacey core area, bounded by Golf Club Road on the west, College Street on the 

east, Pacific on the south and 6
th
 Avenue on the north. 

(b) PLA 2:  The Lacey satellite campus in the Saint Martins area around the Department of Ecology, 
south of Martin Way at Desmond Drive, west of Woodland Creek, generally north of 6

th
 Avenue 

SE extended and east of the Saint Martins meadows wetlands.  This area is also designated as 
Lacey’s Preferred Development Area (as defined in The Master Plan for the Capitol of the State 
of Washington, 1993). 

2. Olympia 
(a) PLA 1:  The downtown core, bounded by Capitol Lake on the west, Eastside Street on the east, 

14
th
 Avenue/Maple Park/15

th
 Avenue on the south and the commercially zoned area of the Port of 

Olympia contiguous to the downtown core to the north (bounded by “E” Avenue on the north, and 
Budd Inlet on the east and west).  This area has also been designated as Olympia’s Preferred 
Development Area (as defined in The Master Plan for the Capitol of the State of Washington, 
1991). 

(b) PLA 2:  The Evergreen Park Planned Unit Development (PUD) area, bounded by Evergreen 
Park Drive SW on the north, Lakeridge Drive and Lakeridge Way on the east, and Evergreen 
Park Drive SW on the south and west. 

3. Tumwater 
(a) PLA 1:  The Sunset Building and Tumwater Square area, bounded by Capitol Boulevard on the 

west and Sunset Way, Fairfield Avenue and Blass Street on the east, North Street-Custer Way on 
the south. 

(b)  PLA 2:  The area designated as the Tumwater satellite campus, including the area commonly 
referred to as “Tumwater Town Center”, bounded by Tumwater Boulevard on the south, Interstate 
5 on the west, Israel Road to 6

th
 Avenue SW to Dennis Street on the north (to include the site 

commonly described as “Point Plaza West”), to Capitol Boulevard and then south of Peter G. 
Schmidt Elementary School and extending east to Bonniewood Drive and then south to 
Tumwater Boulevard (to include sites commonly described as “Point Plaza East” and “Point Plaza 
South”).  A significant portion of this has been designated as Tumwater’s Preferred Development 
Area (as defined in The Master Plan for the Capitol of the State of Washington-The Capital 
Community: Tumwater Campus,1992).  (Description amended by State Capitol Committee on 4-
27-07) 

(c) PLA 3:   The area around the “Floor Exchange” (6300 – 6500 Linderson Way SW—Assessor’s 
Parcel #s 12703130200 and 12703130202), bounded by Tartan Drive on the south, 7

th
 Avenue 

SW on the east, Linderson Way on the west and north.  [This site will be included subject to 
meeting appropriate location evaluation criteria, such as the provision of scheduled transit 
service.  (Adopted by State Capitol Committee on —Complied-2003] 

(d) PLA 4:  The area commonly described as Irving Street Station, comprising of Thurston County 
Assessor’s Parcel #’s 55720000100, 55720000200 and 55720000300, bounded by property line 
of the 3 parcels on the north, the boundary line of Parcel # 55720000100 on the east, Irving 
Street on the south and Crosby Boulevard on the west.  (Adopted by amendment by State Capitol 
Committee on 6-15-06) 

Note: The actual boundary when specific streets are referenced in the definitions shall be 
construed as the centerline of the particular street.
