Notes:

I. Best Buy: The following provision applies to mandatory use contracts only.  This contract is subject to RCW 43.19.190(2) & RCW 43.19.1905(7): which authorizes state agencies to purchase materials, supplies, services, and equipment of equal quantity and quality to those on state contract from non-contract suppliers.  Provided that an agency subsequently notifies the Office of State Procurement (OSP) State Procurement Officer (SPO) that the pricing is less costly for such goods or services than the price from the state contractor.

If the non-contract supplier's pricing is less, the state contractor shall be given the opportunity by the state agency to at least meet the non-contractor's price.  If the state contractor cannot meet the price, then the state agency may purchase the item(s) from the non-contract supplier, document the transactions on the appropriate form developed by OSP and forwarded to the SPO administering the state contract. (Reference General Authorities document)

If a lower price can be identified on a repeated basis, the state reserves the right to renegotiate the pricing structure of this agreement.  In the event such negotiations fail, the state reserves the right to delete such item(s) from the contract.

II. State Agencies: Submit Order directly to Contractor for processing.  Political Subdivisions: Submit orders directly to Contractor referencing State of Washington contract number.  If you are unsure of your status in the State Purchasing Cooperative call (360) 902-7415.  

III. Only authorized purchasers included in the State of Washington Purchasing Cooperative (WSPC listings published and updated periodically by OSP and DAS may purchase from this contract.  It is the contractor’s responsibility to verify membership of these organizations prior to processing orders received under this contract.  A list of Washington members is available on the Internet http://www.ga.wa.gov/pca/cooplist.htm.  Contractors shall not process state contract orders from unauthorized users.

IV. Contract Terms: This Document includes by reference all terms and conditions published in the original IFB, including Standard Terms and Conditions, and Definitions, included in the Competitive Procurement Standards published by OSP (as Amended).  Because of store locations for both contractors and the fact that they are to sell and deliver within their 50 mile radius, the State of Oregon is excluded from this contract.

Special Conditions: 

1. Twenty-four month contract extension notice, effective June 1, 2004 through May 31, 2006 (Rev. May 17, 2004).
2. Twelve-month contract extension notice, effective June 1, 2003 through May 31, 2004 (Rev. May 15, 2003).
3. Clarify Ceiling Products purchases on this contract (Rev. May 15, 2003):
Pricing for Ceiling Products (Category D off Price Sheet) should be for routine maintenance/repairs only and/or small dollar purchases.  Materials for new projects should be purchased through Contract 02099.  In the original bid amendment, clarification was given stating that although ceiling products were available off Contract 02099, the ceiling products off Contract 03801 would be primarily for smaller repairs or for the convenience of those Department of Corrections facilities who needed to be able to pick these products up at the Contractor’s warehouse site.
4. The Recycled Procurement Strategy for each vendor has been included.  See Contractor Pages for details. (Rev. May 15, 2003).

6. Contract Scope and Intent

The intent of this contract is to establish primary sources for routine building supplies for designated service areas in western Washington only.  For those users in eastern Washington, they are to purchase under their General Authorities.

7. Pricing

The contract will result in a firm fixed discount percentage from the contractor’s current prices in effect at the time the order is placed.  See each contractor’s price sheet for discount percentages being offered.   For discount percentages offered by Gray Lumber, see pages 5-10.  For discount percentages offered by Angeles Millwork, see pages 11-16.

8. DELIVERY AND FREIGHT TERMS

The Contractor shall be required to deliver FOB Destination, freight prepaid and included within four (4) days for those purchases that are within the 50 mile radius of their store location.  For those purposes that are more than 50 miles away from their store location, the Contractor may charge a reasonable delivery fee and the delivery time may be extended.  The agencies may also have the option to pick up building materials at the contractors yard.  Order placement may be made by phone, fax, email, by mail or by will call.  Call in orders are strongly discouraged as they can cause confusion and/or duplication.

In the event the Contractor is unable to complete deliveries within the scope of the contract time frame, the Contractor will notify the purchaser with the revised delivery time within 24 hours of Contractor’s receipt of the order.  It is understood that the Contractor will make every effort to ensure the expeditious delivery of contract items.  The purchaser reserves the right to purchase item(s) elsewhere, if the anticipated time adversely effects project scheduling.

Unless otherwise stated, the Contractor is expected to deliver and off-load at purchasers receiving dock or job site.  Off loading generally consists of end dump from Contractor’s tilt bed truck, hand unloading for more fragile items and/or the removal of product from Contractor truck with State owned and operated fork lift.

Product damaged as a result of Contractor negligence will not be accepted and will be notified on the receiving report and deducted from final payment.

Special deliveries requiring a boom truck, fork lift (when not available at the delivery site) and the transport of items beyond the unloading dock, will be at an additional cost to the purchaser.

MINIMUM ORDER

There shall not be a minimum order requirement.  State agencies are requested to take into consideration the costs involved in processing smaller purchases.

10. RETURN POLICY

Full Credit will be issued with no restock or handling fees on merchantable material.  Exceptions to the policy would be on custom and/or special order items.  For those orders, the contractor reserves the right to handle each transaction on a one to one basis depending on the product being returned.

11. INVOICES

A. Certificate of Delivery:  At the time of delivery, it is the Contractor’s responsibility to have the delivery checked and inspected, shortages identified and the delivery receipt/invoice signed off when delivered to site.  Payment will not be made to the Contractor without a signed delivery receipt/invoice.

B. It is the responsibility of the Contractor to verify delivery conditions/requirements prior to delivery.

SPECIFICATION

METAL ROOFING, CONCEALED FASTENER

Scope:

The fabrication and delivery of concealed fastener metal roofing and accessories.

Submittals:

The contractor shall submit upon request provide technical and descriptive literature showing in full detail the product, its materials, flashing, and accessories.  Manufacturer’s installation and maintenance instructions shall be included with product

Warranty:

The roofing product manufacturer shall provide written warranty that the roof panels will not rupture, fail structurally, or perforate for a 40-year period following the date of product acceptance.

Materials:

The roofing panels shall be manufactured from a nominal .0180 inch thickness, which relates to 26-gauge (U.S.G.) or 28-gauge (G.S.G.).  All sheets shall be produced with 50 KSI minimum yield strength ASTM A446 Grade D.  Steel sheets are to be full decimal thickness before color coating. 

All panels are to be zinc coated ASTM A525 G90, then painted with a minimum 1 mil (.001”) on the exposed surface, .5 mil (.005”) on the reverse side.  Color to be selected by the purchaser.  The panels shall have a minimum nominal standing seam height of 1 inch spaced at 12-inches on center.
